Each year group is asked to attend St Martin's for
their first Covid 19 test before school begins. The second Covid 19 test will take place during the first
days of the term. Therefore, Year 11 will attend school on Thursday 9th September, will be at home
for 6th, 7th and 8th. On Thursday 9th September, school formally begins for the rest of the school
after break. Year 11 will have their second Covid 19 test on Monday 13th September at some point
during the day.

The induction to the start of term, will commence once all students have received their first of two
school based Covid 19 tests. Please complete the online consent form HERE.

Once students have received their first Covid 19 test, they will be introduced to their Form Tutor and
spend the rest of the day together, learning about our new school rules, expectations and routines.

Later on Thursday 9th September, I would like to formally introduce myself to you, (virtually) at 4pm.
You will receive a link via parentmail on or before Monday 6th September. When I meet with you I will
give you a summary of what your child has learnt in school that day and ways you can support their
success at St Martin’s.

Once School begins, all students are required to wear the full St Martin’s school uniform and arrive
fully equipped for learning, please refer to our website for further guidance.

I look forward to meeting and working with you over the coming years.
