INFORMATION AS A RESULT OF SEVERE WEATHER 
  

We are now in the season where inclement weather or snow can be forecast. Our aim is to keep 

the school open at all times, however, under exceptional circumstances of severe weather, we may 

need to close the school or modify the school day.  If we have to do this a message will be sent to 

you via parentmail and placed on our website. Lambeth Local Authority will also be informed of any 

changes to the school day. We will aim to make any decision about school closure as early as 

possible in the day which will be agreed by Governors. It is therefore crucial that we have 

up-to-date contact details for you. 
  

If the weather deteriorates during the day, in severe circumstances, the school may have to close 

early. In this case we will again send messages home via parentmail, text, email and telephone and 

put information on our website. Your daughter will be dismissed from school with a letter to 

explain that the school had to close.  In the case of severe weather, if you do not want your 

daughter to be dismissed early and you would like the school to supervise her until 3pm then 

please fill in the reply slip found at the end of this letter. There is space to include any special 

instruction that you would like to be given to your daughter in the event of a school closure.
