All​ ​Action​ ​Tutoring​ ​tutors​ ​have​ ​gone​ ​through​ ​rigorous​ ​safeguarding​ ​checks​ ​and​ ​are​ ​DBS​ ​checked.​ ​All​ ​tuition 
will​ ​take​ ​place​ ​on​ ​the​ ​school​ ​premises.​ ​​ ​A​ ​member​ ​of​ ​St​ ​Martin’s​ ​teaching​ ​staff​ ​or​ ​SLT​ ​will​ ​also​ ​be​ ​in​ ​school.  
 
The​ ​trained​ ​volunteers​ ​come​ ​from​ ​a​ ​range​ ​of​ ​backgrounds​ ​from​ ​professionals​ ​working​ ​in​ ​the​ ​city,​ ​to 
graduates​ ​and​ ​undergraduates.
