As we approach the end of the Easter break, | look forward to welcoming back to school our
students from families of key workers and students from other groups, as identified by the
government. We have strict social distancing and hygiene practices in place to which students and
staff all adhere.

Yesterday, the nation was informed by the government that the lockdown will continue for ‘at
least’ another three weeks.

The NHS has produced traffic light guidance for parents during coronavirus. The guidance says the
following:

Remember that NHS 111,
GPs and hospitals are still providing the same safe care that they have always done.
