Your Journey Begins - Expectations and Induction - Our first event for you and your daughters is on                  
Monday 29 June at 6.00pm ​and will take place online using Google Meet. Ordinarily, we would                
invite our new students into school the next day for a ​Year 6 Induction day but as we are not able                     
to do this in the current circumstances we are moving this event online too. The Year 6 induction                  
will now take place virtually on  ​Tuesday 30 June  from​ ​10am  to 11:30am​ also via Google Meet. 
 
In addition, this year we are inviting new parents to a virtual coffee morning/afternoon which will                
provide a less formal format where you will be able to meet key members of staff and ask any                   
questions that you may have. We have two time slots available for this, ​Thursday 2 July at 2pm and                   
Tuesday 7 July at 10am​ and we hope that you will be able to join us for one of these.
